All those using the premises and/or Facilities for their horses/ponies do so entirely at their own risk.
1. Wheatlands Farm, their servants, agents, employees and all those connected with the premises and/or Facilities do not accept liability for any damage, whether occasioned by the negligence or breach of contract or statutory duty or otherwise.  

2. It is an express condition of every person entering upon the premises and /or Facilities that he/she agrees, and if he/she is under 18 years of age, his/her parents and/or accompanying adult also agree, that he/she does at his/her own risk and voluntarily accepts the risk of injury or damage that is implicit in riding a horse.  
3. Anyone under the age of 18 must be accompanied by and within sight of an adult at all times whilst using the Facilities. All accidents must be reported promptly to the Yard Manager and an accident form completed.
4. NO DOGS
5. All Instructors must be insured. Wheatlands Farm requires instructors to produce a valid insurance certificate before they are permitted to instruct. If Riding or Pony Clubs wish to use unqualified instructors who are not personally insured, the Club Secretary/ DC must confirm in writing prior to use of the Facilities that the instructor is fully and appropriately covered as an instructor under the Club’s policy. 
6. All horses should be insured for public liability, we also recommend insurance cover for injury and loss of use. 
7. Riders are recommended to have their own accident insurance policy.
8. Hirers must make their own arrangements for First Aid cover. Clubs are required to provide their own 1st Aid cover in line with the association to which they are affiliated. 
9. Appropriate protective clothing must be worn in accordance with British Eventing guidelines;

· Hats to the standard below. Jockey skull caps may be worn with a removable silk and flexible peak. Hats with a fixed peak must not be worn. No projection from the front of the hat or above the eyes at more than 5mm. The harness must be correctly fastened at all times.
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· Body protectors must be worn for XC and arena eventing.  They must be clearly labelled with the British Equestrian Trade Association (BETA) Blue label 'Level 3 Body Protector' from the year 2018 or since.

· If a rider chooses to wear an air jacket for XC or arena eventing, it must be worn over body protector as above

· Long riding boots or Jodphur boots with gaiters/half chaps

· Recommended - full length sleeves, no jewellery, hair tied back appropriately.

10. Wheatlands Farm reserves the right to charge for any jumps or fences broken or damaged during the hire. 

11. Please pick up horse droppings from the car park and put in the barrow - put all litter in the bin.  Where this is not done satisfactorily, Wheatlands Farm reserves the right to make a charge.
12. Wheatlands Farm reserves the right to cancel any booking as a result of bad weather on safety or for any other reason.  
13. All horses must have received a flu booster at 1 year and a Tetanus booster at 2 years.
Cross Country Course and Show Jumping Field
14. All riders must be accompanied by a non riding adult with a working mobile phone. If the rider has driven the horsebox/trailer here, an accompanying adult who is confident to handle the horse and also has a driving licence which allows them to drive the horsebox/trailer home, should the rider be unable to do so for any reason.  
15. The Hirer must check the ground conditions and that of the jumps before use.
16. Riders are required to ride within their capabilities and not attempt fences that are outside their capabilities. No un-mounted horses are to be taken onto the XC or into any fields used for show jumping.
17. Riders are requested to report any damaged/broken jumps immediately.
Manege  
18. All users must pick out feet before and after use. All droppings must be picked up and must not be trodden into the surface.  All jumps/ equipment must be checked before use.  No lungeing.  No loose schooling/jumping.  Plastic poles must not be used as trot/canter poles.  
19. Wheatlands Farm may request that any courses/grids built by the hirer are dismantled and the school/field left       as it was found. 
COVID CONDITIONS
20. People with any of the Covid 19 symptoms must not come onto the premises. Those with underlying health conditions or in high risk categories are recommended not to come onto the premises.

21. The stable yard itself will remain closed to visitors there is no access at any time to anyone other than Wheatlands Farm staff and liveries. 

22. Each XC booking must be accompanied by a person over 18 years of age, on foot and with a working mobile phone.

23. Hirers must sanitise (hirers are to bring their own sanitiser) or wash their hands (soap is provided in the loo) on arrival and after touching gates, poles, muck skips etc.

24. Riders must bring their own rubber gloves for muck picking the arenas and hoof pick for picking out feet before leaving the arenas. 

25. The Car park loo will be available for visitors to use but must only be accessed from the driveway/car park. Please use the cleaning spray to disinfect the surfaces.  
26. If the rider has driven the horsebox/trailer here, an accompanying adult who is confident to handle the horse must accompany them.  A person with the appropriate driving licence which allows them to drive the rider's horsebox/trailer must be on call to drive the horse home, should the rider be unable to do so for any reason.   

27. Safe show jump building practice must be followed at all times for jump arena hire. Safety cups (cups made with two parts) must be used on the back rail of spreads, both ends of a single pole, planks are not to be used as back rails. Fillers must not be placed under the back rails of spread jumps. 
28. The signed route to the XC is the only route hirers are permitted to take. This route must be followed at WALK ONLY. All gates must be closed after passing through them. The gate onto the XC must be closed and remain closed whilst riders are riding.

29. Accident forms must be printed by hirers in advance and brought with them to fill in should they be needed. Please bring your own pen. Completed accident forms must be posted into the black post box on the wall in the events office.
